RAPIDRY  

Maybe it is just me, but every time I buy cyanoacrylate ñkickerò the spray nozzle 

becomes a ñstreamò nozzle after a few uses. That mystical smelling stuff has a habit 

of evaporating right through the bottle too. I have found an easy solution to this 

problem.  

 

My wife uses a fingernail polish dryer called RAPIDRY. This is in a 2 oz spray bot-

tle. The pump and composition of the bottle work great with kicker. I wouldnôt be 

surprised if the stuff in the bottle works as a kicker too. All I get are the empties.

ON THE SAFE SIDE  

What Really Happened?  
By Jim Rice, District VIII Vice President and former  

Safety Coordinator 

Safety is mostly about crashes and avoiding them or en-

suring they occur in safe places. There is a lot more about 

safety but for this safety note, I want to talk about crashes.  
When it comes to safety, it is always you first and your 

airplane is a long way back in second. Try your best to 

save the airplane and keep it in a safe area but put it in the 

ground, trees, or water before you endanger someoneð

including yourselfðor someoneôs property.  

 
As I have said before, there are roughly 1,000 things that can kill an airplane and I have 750 covered, but that doesnôt mean that 

I am rolling over and letting it happen to me. Every time I crash or am present when a crash occurs, I try to do a thorough acci-

dent investigation (post mortem if you will) to find out what happened so I (we) can avoid recurrence.  

 
I would say in my experience and observation, well more than 70% of all RC aircraft crashes are caused by the pilot, not the 

airplane or the radio failing. On the other hand, less than 50% of the crashes are acknowledged to be dumb thumbs (careful in-

vestigation shows that 43.2% of all statistics are made up ... LOL).

AMA LEADER CLUB AWARDS  

PART I 

 

In order to recognize the leadership of the best 

model clubs, the Academy has established the AMA 

Leader Club Awards.  These awards can be earned 

by any AMA Chartered Club by meeting certain 

standards of community service and activity. 

 

There are three levels of AMA Leader Clubs:   

Bronze, Silver and Gold.  Once a Club meets the 

minimum criteria, it qualifies for different levels 

based on performance. 

 

The AMA has established 14 goals for Leader Club 

status.  Five of these goals are required.  A club that 

meets the required five goals, plus three of the elec-

tives, qualifies as a Bronze Level Leader Club.  

Meeting the required five plus six electives qualifies 

the club for he Silver level.  The ultimate recogni-

tion, Gold Level, requires that all goals be met.  

Each goal must be documented. 

 

Each year Clubs are sent forms and instructions by 

which the Club will be able to show the goals met, 

and the awards will be made and announced in 

Model Aviation magazine.
